When she was born, Victoria was only fifth in line to the 

throne so there seemed little chance of her ever becoming 

queen.  Sadly, one by one, those in front of her died.  This 

meant that when her uncle, King William IV died in 1837,   

Victoria was his rightful successor.                                                   

Her coronation was 
held at Westminster Abbey and was a huge occasion.

Of course, Albert agreed and on 10th February, 1840, the couple 
married in a glittering ceremony at St. James’s Palace, London.

The Death of Prince Albert 
Sadly, in 1861, after 21 happy years of marriage, Prince Albert 
died of typhoid fever.

From the time of his death to the time of her own, Victoria was 
never seen wearing any colour other than black!

The Longest Reign 
Following the death of her husband, Victoria continued to reign 
as queen for a further 40 years until her death in 1901.
